Reading the magazine and completion of the corresponding worksheet(s) will be homework due on assigned dates. Please check your child’s planner for specific due dates. This assignment supports your child’s non-fiction & fiction reading comprehension and will be scored as part of your child’s general reading grade.

I encourage and ask parents to participate with their child in assignment completion. The assigned article(s) can be read in any of the following ways: parent to child, child to parent, sitting together and silently reading, or taking turns reading aloud.   As you work together to complete the worksheet(s), the child answers and writes while the parent guides and asks questions.

Wordly Wise vocabulary curriculum
Your child will be developing many skills and strategies by completing activities in their  Wordly Wise workbook. A lesson will be started on Monday and due on Friday. Students will have time to get started with each section in class, but the remainder will be homework.   Skills and strategies taught are:
